Make sure the parking brake is engaged.
If your cart has a Tow/Run Switch, place switch in the Tow position.
Chock the back of the rear wheels to prevent the cart from moving.
Remove the hub caps (if any). Break the torque on the lug nuts on
both of the front wheels. Do not remove the lug nuts.

Using a jack, safely lift the front end of the cart enough to accommo-
date the additional height of the larger tires and wheels.

Place jack stands securely under the =
chassis and remove jack.
Remove the front bumper by removing
the two bolts holding it in place.

Retain the bumper and the hardware.

Fully remove the (8) front lug nuts, front tires and wheels. Discard
the tires and wheels as they will not be reused.

Remove the front hubs by removing the flange nut in the center of
the hub. Retain hubs and discard
hardware.

Disconnect the tie rod ends from the spindles by removing the safe-
ty pin from the tie rod end. Then remove the nut on the tie rod end.
Use a wrench to keep the tie rod end in place as the nut is removed.
Retain hardware. T




11. Disconnect the shocks from the top clevis by removing the bolt on
the bottom of the shocks as shown to the right. Discard hardware.

12. Remove the (3) bolts in the
steering rack. Discard hardware.

13. With the steering rack out of the
way, remove the bolts that attach
the upper AArms to the chassis.
Retain hardware.

14. Remove the original front suspen-
sion from the chassis by removing
the (4) bolts from under the leaf
spring clamp.

NOTEAdditional help is recom-
mended during this step to help
support the front suspension dur-
ing removal.
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
