Remove the Top from vehicle. Retain all harc
ware.

Remove the Rubber Seals from the top of the
Tube Drains. If the Seals are worn or dry
rotted, replacing them with new Seals (TOP
0029) is recommended.

Remove the Driver and Passenger Side Tube
Drains by removing the (4jllen Head Screws
that fasten them to the Rear Top Struts. Care
fully pull them up and away from the Struts.
Retain all hardware.

Remove the Rear Top Struts by removing th
(4) Hex Boltsthat secure the Top Struts to the

Seat Support Bracket. Retain Struts and hardware.

Remove the Front Seat Back Assembly by removing the #gx Bolts
used to secure the seat back. Retain the Seat Back Assembly and
hardware.

Note: Remove the Front Seat Bac .‘
Bolts by hand. Do not use air or

electric impact tools as it will strip |
the Captured Nut in the wood \

backing and the seat will have to \e

by removing the (2Plastic Riv-
ets. Retain Access Panel and __,,-‘,_
hardware.

7. Remove the Factory Seat Back
Support Brackets by removing
the (4) Hex Boltsused to secure
the Seat Support Bracket to the
golf car Frame. Retain hardware. Discard Seat Support Brackets.

Seat Support Bracket Installation

1. Place the (2) new Seat
Support Brackets where
the factory Seat Support
Brackets were removed. N
Driver and Passenger
Side are different. Orient
the new Seat Support
Brackets so the Factory
Rear Top Strut Mounting
Tabs are facing the out-
side of the Vehicle.

2. Install the new Seat Sup-
port Brackets using the
Original HardwareDo not fully tighten.

3. Reinstall the Front Seat Back Assembly
using the Original Hardware

4. Tighten any hardware that was left loose
earlier in this section.




Reinstall the Rear Access Panel using ti@riginal Hardware

Place the Seat Support Brace on top of the Seat Support Brackets.
Align the Mounting Holes with those on top of the Seat Support
Brackets.

Identify the (2) Rear Facing Seat Support Brackets. Orient them so
the small Tab is on top and facing the front of the Cart. The Mount-
ing Holes will line up with the Support Brace and the Seat Support
Brackets.

Fasten the Rear Facing Seat Support Brackets and Seat Support
Brace to the Seat Support Brackets using (2110 x 50 Hex Bolts

(4) M10 Washersand (2)M10 Lock Nuts Hand tighten. The bottom
of the Rear Facing Seat Support Brackets will be left unattached.

Vertical Seat Platform Support Bracket and Foot Plate Installation

Remove the (2Fac-
tory Hex Boltdn the
floor of the Bagwell
and discard. Enlarge |
the holes where the |
Bolts were removed |
using a 7/
Bit. Drill completely
through the Support
Bar.

Place the Vertical
Seat Platform Sup-
port Brackets in the
bagwell area. The
small Tabs will face the front of
the Cart. Orient the mounting
holes in the Support Brackets wit
the newly drilled holes.

Install the Vertical Support Brack
ets using (2)M10 x 85 Hex Bolts
(4) M10 Washersand (2) M10
Lock Nuts.

Align the Mounting Holes on the
Foot Plate Mounting Tabs to the
Mounting Holes on the Vertical
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Support Brackets.

5. Attach the Foot Plate to the Vertical Support Brackets using (210

x 25 Hex Bolts (4) M10 Washersand (2) M10 Lock Nuts

Seat Platform and Front Seat Box Plate Installation

1.

Place the Seat Platform on the rear of the cart. The stationary side of
the Seat Platform should be closest to the front of the cart.

Note: Lay a Towel or Blanket across the top of the Rear Body to pro-
tect it from scratches or gouges.

Identify the Front Seat Box Plate. Orient the Plate so the narrow lip is
at the top and facing the front of the cart. The Plate will sit in front

of the Rear Facing Seat Back Mounting Brackets.

Align the (2) front mounting holes in the Rear Facing Seat Back
Mounting Brackets with the mounting holes in the Seat Platform and
those in the Front Seat Box Plate. Secure using (410 x 30 Hex
Bolts, (4) M10 Washersand (2)M10 Lock Nuts Hand tighten.

Note: The Seat Platform will be closest to the front of the cart, fol-
lowed by the Seat Platform and the Rear Facing Seat Back Mounting
Brackets in the rear.

Place the rear of the Seat Platform securely on the Vertical Seat

Platform Support Brackets.

Secure the rear of the Seat Platform to the Vertical Seat Platform
Support Brackets using (2M10 x 25 Hex Bolts (4) M10 Flat Wash-
ersand (2)M10 Lock Nuts Hand Tighten.
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Handrail Installation

1. Attach one Handrail to the Seat Platform Frame using (@0 x 45
Phillips Head Bolts (4) M10 Washersand (2)M10 Lock Nuts Hand
tighten.

2. Mount the Handrail to the side of the Foot Plate using (110 x 65
Hex Bolf (2) M10 Washersand (1) M10 Lock Nut Hand tighten.

3. Repeat Steps 1 and
2 for the opposite
Handrail.

4. Fasten the Front Seat Box Plate to the sides of the Handrails using

(4) M10 x 50 Hex Bolts (8) M10 Washersand (4) M10 Lock Nuts
Hand tighten.

Rear Seat Back and Rear Top Struts
Installation

1. Attach the Rear Facing Seat Back
to the Rear Facing Seat Back

Brackets using (4M6 x 25 Hex
Bolts and (4) M6 Flat Washers
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
